Concerning OLD MAN BLUES from 20Aug30 there were three takes made, All discographies state the third take to be:-tha one
issued (Pirate MPY-509; RCA 730576, RD-7731), This is probably a mistake, We believe take -2 to be the one really
issued, As soon as all three takes are at hand for further investigation, all and everyone will be able to help check-
ing to find out the real circumstances, This, of course, is the case also for the mentioned alternate take of MOON MIST.

Because the Franklin Mint sets, those of interest to DE collectors, are rarely issued in Europe (one exception only
known) the two fresh takes of OLD MAN BLUES plus the BODY AND SOUL (-1) will be included in a next Up-To-Date LP,
meaning Meritt Record Society members will be able to add the new discoveries to their collections,

As you know OLD MAN BLUES was rerecorded 26Aug30 (takes =4, -5, =6), The very last take was the one used for all regxlar
issues, We will however let it be remembered that the Iler:.tt Society issued an earlier never released take, take -4, on
the LP label Jazz Archives, JA-21,

An ELLINGTONIA CONCERT by the fameus Aramy Elues Orehestra (19 pieces) started the whele thing ia the evening the first
day. Parts were TV-recerded. At the end of the cencert, these attending frem eutside the US, were imvited te the pedimm
to receive a seuvenir LP by the Army Band - and a warm applause frea the sudience,

All~day cenferences were held at a beautiful pubdlic library betweea 7th L 8th Streets at R Street, N.W. Shert TV-recerd-
ings were made here alse,

The sesond day started with lecturs and panel discussien led by Martin Williams, musiclelegist and Saithsemian Insitute
Administrater. Subjeect: ELLINGION, THE COMPOSIR,

This was fellewed by a MINI-CONCERT OF ELLINGTON MUSIC . by Bill Harris, guitarist.

Dan Norgenstera, direster, Iastitute of Jazz Studies, Rutgers Uaiversity, talked em DUKE AND THE "TIGER RAG™ (with musis
examples), giving aspects en Duke recerdings with relatienship te "Tiger Rag" cherds.

The afternsen meetings started with Demette Harred, as hest, en a panel of ELLINGTON ALUMNI, where BillyTayler, Sr.,
June Nerten, and Jimxy NePhail gave interesting insights frem their times with the Ellingten erganization. Jimmy alse
sang "Selitude” te a very tuehed sudience.
