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There seems to be no apology necessary for referring,
once more, to Duke’s 1960 "UNKNOWN SESSION" for proof of
the natural rhythmic flare, innate musicality and sensi-
tive rephrasing of a beautiful melody by two of the
Ellington’s major soloists, It is diverting to compare
their styles (the transcription above has been plunked
out of the centre of a deliciously lazy performance, im-
mediately following on from Duke’s own piano statement);
