Previous DEMS International Conference CA-tapes consisted of material
from Duke's European activities, recordings made guring his tours on this
side of the Atlantic. This time the content consist of recordings made from
the now so famous Radio Denmark Ellington broadcasts presenting
ureleased and unknown Duke material from the fantastic Mercer donation.
The series of broadcasts begun in November 1984 and ended in January 1986,
The forty broadcasts refiected important portions from this unbelievable
music treasure gift.

However, this side will begin in Stockholm during a TV-rehearsal, where,
between the actual rehearsals, Duke never left the piano playing whatever
came to his mind.
