Negro Unemployment Figures Ttan
nigh

Encouraged by the cooperation and
friendly Interest shown by the mem-
Lera of the committeen working for
unemployment rellef, Mr, Duvis poin-
ted out that the sub-committes on
Cooperation with Natlonal Groups
and Assoclations represented the key
to suffering, distress and necd an now
existing throughout the pation and
which will exist during the coming
winter, “Early in the dellberations
of this committes I urge both the con-
sideration of and machinery for the
Tellef among Negroes” he stated,
"The Natlonat Urban League, with 42
local branches distributed in varlous
sections of the country, estimated in
March 1930 the number of unem.

Prejudice Apt To Be A Factor

President Davis pointed out um
other factorn besidcs normal econo-
mie depreadlon were at work in et
ing abrormally high percentages of
unemployed Negro workers, and he
mhowed erious objections to the ten-
dency of some sections of the country
ta give unemplayed colored laborers
charlty Instead of work, “Various
Negroes™, he sal n most fnetanc-
en, members of this group are the
lnst to be hired and the first to be
fired’, Dven In the dismribution of
rellef, there 1s trequently the dinponis
tion, o give Negroes haskets of lood
rather than a fob. Such use of th
Lasket of food becomes pnd v.‘lmbll.h-
e an undeslrable dole.”
