The adaptation of salls eame
early in the history of navigation,
notes a_writer In the Chicago Tri-
bune. The Egyplians first used &
plece of square matting lashed to
a single mast. This cruce sall,
however, was hy no means the chlef
means of propelling the  vessel.
For hundreds of years the pro-
nelling foree for all ships was prin-
cipally supplied by oarsmen. Safls
were In the beginning merely aux-
lliary assistants to the rowers and
were used only when & following
wind wns present. Fgyptian ships
of the fifth dynasly represent a
