HOLLYWOOD—A solution to
one of the animated cartoon in-
dustry’s most baffling problems
~—reproducing natural human
motion in cartoon form—has
been discovered by a staff of
technical research artists at
Fleischer Studo in Miami, Fla.,
in the filming of “Mr. Bug Goes
to Town,” a feature cartoon
which Paramount will releasc.

The new method presents air-
brush effect drawings of hu-
mans in motion rather than de-
picting every minor detail of
human movement. It presents
human motion on the screen as
the eye actually sees human
movement. Halting and jerky
motion is eliminated entirely.

Technically, the solution is
based upon a furtherance of the
persistence of vislon principle
upon which all motion pictures
are based, proving that the hu-
man eye not only retains the
image of a picture after the pic-
ture is gone but supplies de-
