Hartman Gets
Call to Duty

The United States army Sat-
urday called to the colors Law-
rence W. Hariman, ex-president
of Portland Chamber of Com-
merce, consul for Panama, Ar-
gentina, Chile and Guatemala
and for 20 years a customs
broker in Portland, He was in-
structed to report for duty at
the San Francisco Presidio Sun-
day afternoon. His duties were
not announced.

During the first world war
Hartman was in the transporta-
tion division of the quartermas-
ter-general’s office,. being sta-
tioned in Chicago in connection
with the movement of men and
supplies. This fact, coupled with
his wide knowledge of Japanese
shipping and business, was be-
lieved behind the army’s call
Saturday.

Hartman came to Portland in
1920 to open the local office of.
J. T. Steeb & Co., customs bro-
kerage house of Seattle. He
joined Steeb in 1918, upon his
discharge from the army. -

He was the youngest man to
hold the position of president of
the Portland chamber, to which
he was elected in 1931. He was
then 33 years of age. Hartman
was one of the founders and the
first-chairman of the University
of 'Oregon foreign-trade advis-
ory board, a group of Portland
business men who have met
-periodically for many years
with University of Oregon for-
eign . commerce students. He
was also the first president of
the Portland Shipping club.

Recently he organized the
Western States World Trade
council, comprising 11 western
states, and was elected its first
president.
