“Rear Window” is something
of a peep hole on the world.
‘That is, there is a parade of life
before his almost fixed camera,
which is -grounded because it
views “life” through the eyes of
his hero, anchored in his apart-
ment. room by a broken leg.

You see what the hero sces
and always from his viewpoint.
The only time you are permitted
visual flights‘is when the hero
uses either a mair
glasses or a telescopic lents for a
camera for ‘“close-ups” of his
neighbors and their goings-on.

The view from this rear win-
dow is against the face of a
neighboring apartment, which
proves to be one of the most
striking sets yet devised for a
movie (and far more effective
than, say, “Street Scene').

Goings-On

AS THE STORY develops
swiftly, the spectator finds him-
self in the here’s chair, prying
into his neighbors' windews and
into their affairs, ail of which
are sad or funny, always event-
ful. .

There is, for example, the
maiden lady who longs for love,
and her urge for a man drives
her. to the streets, but when she
finds her quarry and brings him

on the

home, she does nit know what
to do with him and drives him
away.

Then there is Miss Torso who
is a dancer given to practicing
in her unmentionabies.

In another apartment two
love birds on their honeymoon
are present for the belly laugh
they get.

Too, there are the middle-aged
couple and a little dog that is
lowered daily in a basket for his
airings-—and it is the tragedy
which comes to this dog which
cinches the hero’s helief that a
rotund and powerful salesman
has finally sickened of his ailing

There is, too, the sharp-
tongued maid-nurse who comes
in daily to take care of him and
She, does at first
think he is a little touched about
all the goings-on across the
area-way.

But in the end hero and villain
meet in one of those Hitchcock-
magnificent sequences  which
chill the spectator and leave him
breathless at finish of a fine and
rare melodrama.
