CHICAGO (UP)—A former Jap-
anese army solder in World War
II, who said he .'ought because his
family's life was threatened, has
rewon his Ameucan citizenship.

Woodrow J. Kasse, 41, an insur-
ance agent here, was granted his
papers by Federal Judge Joseph
Sam Perry Tuesday, despite a
protest by Melvjn Stein, a federal
naturalization examiner.

tember 1954, and during the same
school year, work was completed
on two additional kitchens, one at
Senior nigh school, and the other
at Junior high school, the latter
serving not only students at that
school but also those at the Colum-
bus and Kindgerarten buildings.
All of these kitchens have modern,
up-to-date, long-lasting equipment,
and compare most favorably with
the school kitchens of surrounding
communities.

In March 1955, the program was
expanded further, to reach more of
our students. Transportation of
food from the central kitchen at
Leclaire to Lincoln school was be-
gun.

Stainless steel insulated contain-
ers, which keep food at the proper
temperature, are used to transport
iood. The gymnasium of Lincoln
school is used as the dining room,
with permanently wall-attached ta-
bles which can be folded away
when not in use.

Then in January, 1956, a more
extensive program of transporta-
tion of lunches was initiated. From
the Leclaire kitchen, food was
transported to Hamel, Quercus
Grove, Carpenter and Yorkville.
Also, at the same time, transporta-
tion was begun from the Glen Car-
bond kitchen to Smola, Brockmeier,
Poag and Bohm schools. The first
graders at the Hadley building
were given the opportunity of eat-
ing a hot lunch daily at the Senior
high lunch room, with teacher sup-
ervision to and from the cafeteria.

When school opened in Septem-
ber, 1956, the old Leclaire building
was put back into use, and first
graders there are transported by
station wagon at noontime to the
new Leclaire cafeteria lor hot
lunch. Moro school has its own
school lunch program, very cap-
ftbly managed by its PTA group.
Thus, every student of District No.

has the opportunity of obtaining
hot noon lunch.

It is a deplorable fact that chil-
dren of our schools are not utilizing
to the fullest extent the school
lunch program; many children at
present still carry "sack lunches"
—whicl. may or may not be ade-
quate, nutrition-wise; still others
are given parental permission to
eat where and what they desire.

Reasons for these conditions vary
—economic problems with many
families (though Community Chest
contributions have enabled the
School Lunch Program to feed a
few children throughout the year);
too much credence given school
children's reports to parents that
the food is not appealing or varied
or edible; and perhaps in a tow
cases, a lack of interest on the
part of parents as to the nutritional
needs of their children.
